Nineteenth-century writers in the United States, whether they wrote novels, short stories, poems,
or plays, were powerfully drawn to the railroad in its golden years. In fact, writers responded to
the railroads as soon as the first ones were built in the 1830s. By the 1850s, the railroad was a
major presence in the life of the nation.

In the railroads’ prime years,
between 1890 and 1920, there were a few individuals in the United States, most of them with solid
railroading experience behind them, who made a profession of writing about railroading—works
offering the ambience of stations, yards, and locomotive cabs.

The foundation of experimental phonetics owes much to its ongoing rivalry with impressionistic
phonetics, particularly in its effort to provide empirical, replicable data that surpasses the
subjectivity of auditory-based analyses.

Similarly, experimental methods have
effectively quantified prosodic features, such as intonation and stress patterns, which were
traditionally described using impressionistic annotations. By converting these elements into
measurable variables, experimental phonetics has expanded our understanding of their role in
communicative intent and linguistic structure. However, experimental phonetics has yet to resolve
certain intricate questions, particularly those concerning speaker variability and the cognitive
aspects of speech production. Despite advances in technology, the field still struggles to account for
individual differences in speech articulation that extend beyond physical factors like age or gender.
For example, why two speakers with similar vocal tract anatomy produce subtly different acoustic
signatures remains an open question. Furthermore, the interplay between cognitive processes and
articulatory planning remains intangible. While neuroimaging has shed some light on the brain’s
involvement in speech production, it is far from providing a comprehensive model that integrates
these findings with observable articulatory behaviors.
